The Challenges
• The property included numerous RCAB buildings   
  used for administrative purposes, for the residence
  of the Archbishop of Boston, and for St. John’s 
  Seminary, an active religious and academic institution.
• As a consequence, portions of the campus could   
  be sold immediately and other portions had to   
  be occupied by RCAB for extended terms.
• The prospective purchaser, Boston College, 
  needed to be convinced of the value of an 
  unpermitted parcel of land adjacent to its campus.

The Results
• McCall & Almy helped design a complex, 
  multi-stage transaction that met the financial   
  and operational requirements of RCAB and 
  which segmented the transaction into four 
  separate tranches.  
• Each tranche involved unique economics, lease
  back provisions, and varied legal rights including 
  rights of first refusal, rights of first offer, and “put”  
  and “call” options.
• The transaction was completed, subject to certain  
  leaseback rights retained by RCAB, for consideration 
  in excess of $190 million.
